As part of a multi-disciplined team the Licensed Practical Nurse collaborates with all
members of the interdisciplinary team in the provision of holistic care. The Licensed
Practical Nurse works under the direction of and in conjunction with the Registered
Nurse. The Licensed Practical Nurse shall practice nursing as defined by the Licensed
Practical Nurses Act and in compliance with the College of Licensed Practical Nurses
and Canadian Nurses Association, Code of Ethics by caring for a group of patients,
residents or clients. The Licensed Practical Nurse must be able to function effectively in a
dynamic and demanding environment utilizing the nursing process of assessment,
planning, implementation and evaluation. The Licensed Practical Nurse as a member of
the Hedth Care Team advocates for, provides information, educates and supports the
patient, resident or client ensuring the highest possible standard of service is provided.
Applicants are subject to a Criminal Records Check and Child Abuse Registry Check.
